Anticipated Travel Dates and Costs
 
Travel dates: The trip is scheduled to begin Friday, October 21, 2016, at 6 pm at the Miami Regency Hotel, where the delegation will meet for a brief orientation meeting.(Miami hotel cost on your own. We will arrange a special group discount.) We will fly to Santiago de Cuba from Miami Saturday, Oct 22, and return to Miami from Havana, Cuba, Tuesday, Nov. 1.  
These dates are subject to change depending on the charter airline schedules that are not yet set for October.  Please don’t make your flight to Miami reservation yet.  We will keep you posted when the dates are finalized.
Trip cost per person includes:  Flights to/from Miami and Cuba, Cuban visa, ground and air transportation in Cuba, bilingual Cuban guides within Cuba and two experienced sister city tour leaders, 10 nights in three star hotels in Cuba or in private B&Bs (double occupancy, includes breakfast), Cuban health insurance, some meals, tips for guides and bus driver, pre-trip educational information and reading list.  Travelers will be responsible for travel to and from Miami, hotel in Miami, many meals (other than breakfast), drinks, tips at restaurants and hotels, optional activities, and personal expenses.   

The estimated cost is $3700 per person, double occupancy ($300 single supplement) but this is subject to change.  A $200 nonrefundable deposit is due with the application. HOWEVER IF THE DATES OR THE PRICE CHANGE SUBSTANCIALLY YOUR DEPOSIT MAY BE RETURNED. Payments of $1750 each per person are due June 30 and September 1. Single supplement due September 1. 
BOCUSCO CANCELLATION POLICY:
If you cancel between June 30 and September 20, 2016, you will receive 50% of what you have paid, minus the $200 non-refundable deposit. There will be no refund for a cancellation after September 20, and no refund for leaving the trip in progress.
